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ñWe have prepared and selected an extremely talented team, which we know will 
enhance the great tradition of Australian Paralympians in Games past, continuing our 
countryôs proud record,ò Mr Hartung said.  
 
ñThere is no greater test than the Paralympic Games for elite athletes with a 
disability, and it is certainly apparent that Paralympic sport has never been more 
competitive. 
 
ñSo while this team will leave our shores as the best prepared and best supported 
Winter Team the APC has ever assembled, it is sure to face its toughest-ever test.ò  

 
Consisting of nine Alpine skiers, two Nordic skiers and three sighted guides for vision-impaired skiers, it will be the 
largest team Australia has ever sent to the Winter Paralympic Games.  
 
Among them will be sit-skier Shannon Dallas and above-knee amputee Cameron Rahles-Rahbula, who both won gold 
medals at this yearôs IPC World Alpine Skiing Championships in Korea as Australia finished sixth on the medal tally.  
 
The two reigning world champions join dual 2002 Paralympic gold medalist Bart Bunting and 2006 Paralympic bronze 
medalist Toby Kane as the experienced core of the team, which has already shown it has what it takes to succeed 
against the very best in the world.  
 
Also named were vision-impaired athletes Jessica Gallagher and Melissa Perrine, becoming the second and third 
Australian female Winter Games representatives after Emily Jansen became the first in Torino in 2006.  
 
ñJessica and Melissa are both brilliant athletes and their selection is symbolic of the APCôs focus to increase the level 
of female participation in Paralympic sport across summer and winter sports.ò  
 
Australia finished 13th on the medal tally at the 2006 Paralympic Winter Games in Torino, but will be aiming for a top 
ten finish in Vancouver.  
 
ñAustralia has proud record of success at the Paralympic Winter Games,ò Mr Hartung said.  
 
ñSince winning Australiaôs first winter medal ï Paralympic or Olympic - in 1992, the Paralympic team has gone on to 
win 23 more medals, 18 more than our Olympic counterparts.ò  
 
The squad will depart for the Northern Hemisphere season on Tuesday, where they will hold an intensive training in 
Colorado, before arriving in Europe for two World Cup events in January.

Australian winter sports chiefs will turn their attention to funding and facilities as they look to 
cash in on the nation's most successful Winter Olympics. 
 
Lydia Lassila's gold in the women's freestyle aerials was Australia's third medal of the Games 
after Torah Bright's win in the halfpipe and Dale Begg-Smith's second in the moguls. 
 
The Vancouver Games haul surpasses the two golds achieved in Salt Lake City eight years 
ago. 
Australian Olympic chiefs are now keen for more money to build a water jump facility for aerial 
skiers in Brisbane and an international standard halfpipe at the NSW resort of Perisher. 
 
They would also like to pursue opportunities in ski and snowboard cross events which can be 
run successfully in the smaller Australian alpine resorts. 
 
Lassila, who edged out two Chinese for gold at Cypress Mountain, said the next step had to 
be getting more home facilities particularly in aerials to save the athletes having to travel most of 
the year.

Australia Supports Paralympic Snowboard Push

Snowboard could become the sixth Paralympic Winter sport and Australia is all for it.  
 
Australian Paralympic Committee CEO Jason Hellwig is attending a forum in Vancouver the week after the 
Paralympics close to discuss the proposal of how snowboard could be incorporated into the Games. 
 
One of the biggest questions is how much support there is from countries to stage it. There are 165 nations as 
members of the International Paralympic Committee (IPC), which is based in Bonn. But only 44 of those are here in 
Vancouver for the 10th Winter Games, or not even 50 per cent. 
 
"The North Americans, obviously Canada and the USA, are very keen for snowboard to be added to the Winters and 
Australia would fully support that proposal,ôô Hellwig said. 
 
Australiaôs Torah Bright won the Olympic halfpipe gold medal last month and Australiaôs first female Paralympic 
medallist, Jessica Gallagher, yesterday said she would put her hand up for snowboard if it was added. 
 
"I havenôt made any definite plans for the next Winter Games, but I love skiing so weôll see how it goes. I was a 
snowboarder before I came to alpine skiing. If snowboarding comes into Sochi (2014 Paralympics) thereôs a possibility 
of doing that as well,ôô Gallagher said after finishing seventh in yesterdayôs giant slalom. She took the bronze in slalom 
on Monday on her 24th birthday.

Even those fortunate enough to have been on a skiing 
holiday would have very little idea of what sports like the biathlon involve. 
 
Watching supreme athletes cross- country skiing and recovering enough to shoot faultlessly at a target was a 
delicious surprise. We have been given an insight into how tough winter sports can be. It is one thing to take on 
another athlete.

IPC founder Steadward envisions a future where disabled and able-bodied athletes compete alongside each other.  

 
Robert Steadward thinks it's time to start seriously discussing integrating the Winter Olympics and Paralympics. 
 
The founder of the International Paralympic Committee (IPC) said as much in Vancouver recently and reinforced that 
view in a telephone interview on Saturday. 
 
"I'm sure we'll see in the future that more world championships will incorporate both of them (able-bodied and disabled 
athletes) together concurrently," Steadward said. "I think you'll see, as well, more regional games that will include both 
disabled and able-bodied athletes. 
 
"The Winter Games, as I have indicated, are in a situation where they could come together because they're small 
enough. The Summer (Olympics) would be a lot more difficult, but that's not to say that can't happen in the future." 
 
Rather than have to rekindle the buzz that surrounds the Olympics for the Paralympics, which normally starts about a 
fortnight after the Games close, why not ride that wave together? says Steadward. 
 
"I know the IPC doesn't agree with me. They feel if it's not broken, why fix it and are happy with the way things are. 
But that doesn't mean we shouldn't be talking about it and looking to what is best for our movement in the future." 
 
In fact, current IPC president Sir Phil Craven recently dismissed the notion of an integrated Winter Games for all 
athletes. 
"Firstly, when something works, why change it?" Craven asked in an interview with the Vancouver Sun. 
 
Which, as slogans go, lacks a certain je ne sais quoi, at least compared with, say, Higher, Faster, Stronger. Separate 
but equal sounded reasonable once, too, until people figured out that separate meant unequal.

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Craven believes the Paralympics should have their own identity, should generate their own buzz in the Olympic city 
and so forth. 
 
Their current identity and stature has evolved in large part because of Steadward's 12-year tenure (1989-2001) as the 
IPC's founding president. 
 
On Steadward's watch, Paralympic sport left behind the medical model -- competition for the disabled as a form of 
therapy, for example. Thanks to Steadward's lobbying efforts, starting with the Summer Games in 1992 in Barcelona, 
staging the Paralympics has become a contractually necessary component of every bid to play host to the Games, 
winter or summer. 
 
Integration seems the logical next step, particularly in the realm of high-performance sport, where there is no status 
quo, only progression or regression.

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Womenôs Ski Jumping: What Would Coubertin Do?

At the recent Vancouver 2010 Winter Olympics, Simon Ammann won the gold 
medal in both the normal and large hill events of menôs ski jumping.  However, 
prior to the Games, neither Amman nor his fellow male jumpers held the record 
for distance jumped on the normal hill at Whistler Ski Jump.  That record was 
held by a woman, American Lindsey Van, who was not allowed to compete. 
 
An Olympic event since the first Winter Games in 1924, ski jumping is almost 
synonymous with the Winter Olympics.  Its Olympians have amazed us as over 
the years we have watched them race down hills and vault into the air, briefly 
soaring over snowy landscape before somehow gracefully landing on two skis.  
Several weeks ago when I was researching ski jumping for a post, I realized 
that there was no womenôs ski jumping at the Olympics, and puzzled by this, I 
turned to Google and was shocked at what I found:  Women ski jumpers are 
being excluded from Olympic competition.  In fact, there is an ongoing battle between skilled female athletes and a 
large powerful organization which refuses them both the right and privilege of competing.  Weighing both sides, I 
decided to turn to the one man who would have the answer:  Pierre de Coubertin, founder of the Modern-Day 
Olympics.  But first, hereôs a recap of the debate. 
 
Women have been ski jumping almost as long as men.  Although women were not included in the first Winter 
Olympics with male ski jumpers, most sports in the early 20

th
 Century werenôt open to women.  So women participated 

in their own competitions, something they continued to do throughout the decades until finally, in 1998, two important 
milestones occurred: 
Á The FIS (International Ski Federation) sanctioned the first ever womenôs ski jumping grand prix series. 
Á Women ski jumpers made their first formal request to the IOC to be included in the Olympics. 

 
The grand prix series has continued to flourish, but women ski jumpers being allowed to compete in the Winter 
Olympics is a different story.  The 1998 request for admittance to the Olympics and every attempt since have been 
answered with a resounding ñno.ò  In true Olympic spirit, the women have continued to press forward, even taking their 
case to the British Columbia Supreme Court prior to the Vancouver 2010 Olympics. Again they were turned away.  
However, they have vowed to continue skiing and fighting for a place in Olympic competition.  Their struggle is all the 
more inspiring given the fact that recently the US womenôs ski jump team was dropped by its main sponsor, the US 
Ski & Snowboard Association.  
 
The lack of such a large sponsor means they have been forced to raise money through auctions and other 
fundraisers.   
 
Gender Bias? 
There has been much debate over why the sport has not been included in the Olympics.  Many suggest that it is 
gender discrimination, where once again, as with so many other sports, the abilities and rights of females are being 
denied because of gender.   This is a logical conclusion, as women have always faced an uphill battle to earn respect

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and acceptance in sports.  This argument is all the more plausible given the statement by FIS president and IOC 
member Gian Franco Kasper, who said that ski jumping ñseems not to be appropriate for ladies from a medical point 
of view.ò  With statements like these, women such as Billie Jean King and Olympian Jackie Joyner-Kersee must be 
shaking their heads, wondering if their own sacrifices and accomplishments were in vain.  ñWe want the Olympics, 
because our sport is ready to be there, and every other sport in the Olympics has gender equity, except for Ski 
Jumping,ò commented Lindsey Van in a recent correspondence I had with her.  ñPart of the Olympic Charter states 
promotion of women in sport, so we are just trying to make that happen.ò

Kumaritashvili was killed in a training accident on February 12, the day of the Olympic Opening 
Ceremony. 
 
Campbell-Pegg has often expressed the view that the international sliding sports community is very 
small and close-knit, and anything that impacts on one member of the community affects them all. 
 
The 27-year-old Sydneysider was looking for a way to not only honour Kumaritashviliôs memory but 
also make a small gesture so that his family knew that he had had a positive impact on others and 
will be missed. 
 
Campbell-Pegg also believes that keeping her friendôs memory alive is an acknowledgement that he achieved his 
Olympic dream, while also spreading a small part of the Olympic Spirit to others. 
 
The suit has been signed by Campbell-Pegg and will be professionally framed with photographs of her in the suit 
during competition at Vancouver 2010.  
 
The Australian Olympic Committee has approved the auction on the condition that the suit cannot be used 
commercially by the successful bidder and cannot be passed on to a third party for further donations or commercial 
use.

Somehow Australia, the land of the long, hot summer, has become a world power in freestyle skiing.  
 
After winning a gold medal at each of the past three Winter Olympics - Alisa Camplin in 2002, Dale Begg-Smith in 
2006 and Lydia Lassila on Thursday - Australia is now the third-most successful country in the history of the sport - 
behind the US, with the might of its population, and Canada, with its huge natural resources. 
 
So how did that happen? The world's traditional snow countries are astonished and, in some cases, horrified.

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Finland can barely stand the embarrassment of trailing Australia (two gold, one silver) in 
the medal tally in Vancouver. France also has two gold medals and only scrapes ahead 
due to extra minor medals, and Russia has only one more gold medal, with three days of 
the Games remaining. 
 
"Three medals - a lot of people are just baffled by that," Lassila confirmed after winning 
Australia's historic third medal at Cypress Mountain on Thursday. 
 
Like many great successes, Australia's rise in freestyle skiing began with a crazy idea. In 
the 1980s, moguls skier and instructor Geoff Lipshut was part of a group of freestyle skiing enthusiasts that called 
itself "Tribe Gonzo". The Mt Buller resort agreed to sponsor them and under the name "Team Buller". They attracted 
Kirstie Marshall, a former gymnast, who was encouraged to take up the infant sport of aerial skiing. 
 
Marshall, now a Victorian politician, became the pioneer of Australia's aerials tradition, rising to become world 
champion in the new sport in the 1990s. 
 
Lipshut, who was running Team Buller, watched Marshall advance from nowhere to world No 1 in three years because 
of her superior acrobatic skills and gymnastics background. 
 
He realised that teaching gymnasts to ski was easier than teaching skiers to flip and twist. He met Jacqui Cooper, 
then a trampolinist, through an acquaintance, and the two later discovered former gymnast Camplin, when they set up 
a trampoline and harness for demonstrations at a ski show in Melbourne. 
 
By the 1998 Olympics, Australia had two of the best female aerialists in the world in Marshall and Cooper but disaster 
struck at Nagano when both crashed in the qualifying round. 
 
But they had done enough to convince the Australian Olympic Committee, flushed with confidence before the Sydney 
2000 Games, that it was time for the country to get serious or get out of winter sports.

WANTED: Women to represent their country in winter sports. Must be Australian and permanently disabled. 

 
The Vancouver Paralympics, which came to an end on Sunday, were a triumph for an Australian team which won 
three bronze and one silver medal. It was double the medal haul of the 2006 Turin Winter Paralympics in Italy and 
included Australia's first female Winter Paralympic medal, Jessica Gallagher's bronze in the women's vision-impaired 
slalom. 
 
The chief executive officer of the Australian Paralympic Committee, Jason Hellwig, said he could not be more pleased 
with the performance of Australia's athletes and officials in difficult conditions. 
 
"In the men's 'standing alpine' seven countries won medals," he said. "We were the only one of those countries that 
had more than one athlete win a medal . . . in what is arguably the most competitive and disciplined class here. That 
was just a wonderful achievement." 
 
Hellwig was particularly proud of the bronze medal won by Gallagher. 
 
"That historical marker of finally having a female Australian athlete win a medal at a Paralympic Winter Games is 
really outstanding. I think the message that sends to Australia . . . is that an opportunity to get involved in winter sport 
exists for young females if they are interested in winter sport. Not only is there an opportunity there to engage in the 
sport, if they have got a desire and a passion and a talent we have got a system that's capable of helping them 
achieve their ultimate performance potential. We have shown we are a serious player in the winter environment."

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The Australian team's chef de mission, Michael Hartung, said: "I think we've moved forward since Torino [Turin]. 
We've got a really solid foundation of athletes, the program staff are some of the best in the world and from this 
experience I'm really looking forward to what we can do in 2014 in Sochi [in Russia].  
 
"What we now need is more athletes, particularly in those areas where there are opportunities to win medals that 
we're not contesting. We don't have a great number of athletes in 'female standing' or 'sitting' classes. Where we go to 
now is really the talent identification and recruitment process. That has to start immediately." 
 
Hartung said the Australian Paralympic Committee would be "very aggressive" in the search for fresh talent. The 11 
alpine and cross-country skiers ï two of them female ï Australia had at Vancouver was their biggest Winter 
Paralympics team. Hartung hopes the team that goes to Sochi will be bigger again. 
 
"I think we have the people to recruit those athletes and the people to then develop those athletes in a short space of 
time. It would be great if we could have 20 or more athletes when we go through to 2014 and nearly half of those to be 
female." 
 
One great hope is that snowboarding could also become a sport at the Sochi Paralympics. Gallagher was a 
snowboarder before becoming a skier and would love to compete at elite level. 
 
The head coach of the Australian team, Steve Graham ï who has just been signed to a new four-year deal ï said the 
Vancouver Games had been challenging due to a wide variety of snow and weather conditions, and said that the team 
had not always adapted appropriately to the conditions in terms of decisions, such as ski length. 
 
"I can't see that you would get a more extreme 12-day period," Graham said of the conditions for alpine skiing in the 
mountain resort of Whistler. 
 
There had been everything from "soft snow to bulletproof snow . . . if we can plan and prepare to deal with that better 
for Sochi, we'll be really well off". 
 
In the men's standing alpine races, Australia had five competitors and its strongest medal prospects, but the races 
were dominated by the great German skier Gerd Schonfelder, who won four gold and one silver. 
 
Schonfelder, 39, said these were his last Paralympics. His Australian rivals are only in their teens and 20s and 
potentially have long and successful careers ahead of them. They also have busy lives away from skiing, such as 24-
year-old Marty Mayberry, who won silver in the men's 'standing downhill' behind Schonfelder, and is also studying 
medicine at the University of Sydney. 
 
Holding on to him could be difficult, but Graham said he hoped that 75 per cent of the existing team would go through 
to Sochi. 
 
Graham said the most pleasing aspect for him was how Gallagher had been forged into a medal-winning skier in a 
short period". 
 
"That was a manufactured medal," he said. "We picked up a girl two years ago who had never been on skis. She had 
snowboarded for two seasons, but never been on skis, taught her basically to ski, she was identified through the talent 
searchéand we put it together and she's an incredibly talented athlete and we were able to get that medal. Hopefully 
that will get more girls interested in the sport."

amongst the 17 days of competition that itôs hard to remember them all.ò 
 
ñOne of the great moments for me was talking to representatives from other nations and grasping the respect they 
now have for the Australian team at the Winter Olympic Games. ñYet again, we have punched above our weight and 
finished higher on the medal table then some of the nations who expected to dominate at these Games.ò 
 
ñAustralia does not just make up the numbers at the Winter Olympics ï we fight for everything and that is a great 
reflection on the athletes, their coaches and medical staff, as well as the support staff who ensure things run smoothly.

Her performance to ñFeeling Goodò wowed the locals and impressed many international observers ï so much so that 
American broadcaster opened their coverage with a replay of the young Australian's routine.  
 
The free routine will be different ï both in look and sound. Lee will perform to music from the film ñElizabeth ï The 
Golden Ageò and her blue and black costume will be replaced by maroon and burgundy. 
 
Fennell has no doubts that Lee can cope with the added pressure of competing in the free program after such a 
successful performance in the short program. 
 
ñCheltzie is a very determined girl and despite the fact she only just got into these Olympic Games, she has worked 
really hard,ò Fennell said. ñShe was naturally very excited with what she did on Tuesday but thatôs not to say sheôs 
happy to leave it there ï she wants to go out and nail a second performance and show the world she belongs here.ò 
 
Even if it means an ice bath for the coach? 
 
ñEspecially that. She will get so much pleasure from seeing and hearing me moan ï but if it means she has done a 
second personal best then I hope I donôt feel a thing,ò Fennell said.

Youôve won gold for Australian in Vancouver. Everyone at home has seen your face and knows your name. But what 
is happening behind the scenes? Torah Bright explains what happens to your life overnight when youôre wearing 
sports biggest piece of bling, an Olympic gold medal.

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At the Main Press Centre in Vancouver, Bright conducted chats online with three different school groups, did an 
interview with Channel Nine, the International Olympic Committee and Australian Olympic Committee in a two hour 
period alone. 
 
With the next three days scheduled as media free, youôd think the self professed dancing lover would be celebrating 
on the closest dance floor. But while she is keen to soak up the atmosphere on the streets which she says are ñcrazy 
right nowò, sleep seems very much the priority.  
 
ñIôm not getting tons of sleep a night and I wake up in the morning and itôs like óOh no, I canôt open my eyesô. For the 
next few days though, Iôll go to sleep at nine and get up at 12.ò 
 
Bright carries the gold medal, which she describes as being ñas big as my faceò, casually in her jacket pocket. With a 
reminder of her recent win somewhere riding close to her heart, the future looks very bright indeed.

Torah Bright says she wants her victory in the women's halfpipe at the 
Vancouver Olympic Winter Games to be the inspiration for future generations 
of snowboarders in Australia.  
 
Bright collected Australia's first gold medal of the Games with her triumph at 
Cypress Mountain and she becomes just the fourth to do so at a Winter 
Olympics. 
 
The 23-year-old, who had just recovered from a concussion and is the only 
woman to have landed some of the sport's toughest tricks performed mainly 
by men, led qualifying but she fell twice on her first run in the final as she 
attempted to increase the degree of difficulty with a move that could ensure 
her a medal. 
 
She score 5.9 points, however she came back in her second run and tried the same move again, this time landing it 
cleanly. 
 
Bright, who hails from the New South Wales town of Cooma, also pulled off a difficult series of multiple twisting moves 
as she soared high above the 22-foot halfpipe. 
 
But once she was done with her run that earned her a score of 45 points, Bright had an agonising wait as the other 10 
women went down the course one at a time. 
 
It was not until the final run of American Hannah Teter that Bright knew she had won. 
 
Defending gold medalist Teter, the only one of the top four women who did not fall in her first run, flew high and 
performed multiple twisting moves but finished second after failing to improve on her 42.4 points in the first run. 
 
Teter's team mate Kelly Clark, the 2002 gold medalist, took the bronze with 42.2 points. 
 
Another Australian, Holly Crawford, finished eighth. 
 
Bright says she would like to think her win will motivate young girls to join the sport, as well as drive others to achieve 
their dreams in whatever field.

Lydia Lassila has confirmed her place as the worldôs best female aerial skier, by winning Olympic gold at Cypress 
Mountain tonight. 
 
The 28-year-old put her Olympic demons from 2006 behind her, landing two 
outstanding jumps in heavy fog, to win with an Olympic record total score of 214.74. 
 
The Australian world record holder stopped a Chinese clean sweep with Li Nina 
second, 207.23, and Guo Xinxin claiming the bronze with 205.22 points. Lassila 
couldnôt contain her excitement. 
 
ñThis is the ultimate for me, itôs something that I dreamt about since I was a little girl, 
then as a gymnast and then as an aerialist,ò Lassila said, after just getting off the 
phone to the Australian Prime Minister.  
 
ñOlympic gold! It was always one thing to go to an Olympics but I always knew that I had something in me - that I 
could do this. This is just closure to a lifetime of dedication and hard work for this very moment.ò 
 
Lassila didnôt change her pre-event jump plan and opted for the Back-Lay-Full-Full with a degree of difficulty of 3.800 - 
preferring to worry about herself and her own fate. 
 
ñAfter the first jump I was so pleased with that, to just land it. That was the focus for tonight ï hit my takeoff, hit my 
landings. 
 
ñWhen I landed my second jump, thatôs me you know. I gave it everything tonight and Iôve given everything my whole 
career. To land that jump and nail it, Iôd done everything I could and whatever happened after that ï whatever. But I 
was super self-satisfied with that moment.ò

Geelongôs Jessica Gallagher claimed Australiaôs first Paralympic alpine medal for female skiers with her bronze in the 
vision-impaired slalom in Whistler today.  
 
It was also the first medal of the Australian Paralympic campaign in Vancouver and the first alpine medal for both 
campaigns as the Australian Olympians last month claimed their two gold and a silver came in aerials, moguls and 
halfpipe snowboard (which are non-Paralympic events). 
 
ñIt's very satisfying, we've sacrificed a lot and put in a lot of hard work," said Gallagher, who is guided by Eric 
Bickerton. The pair only came together last (northern) winter. 
 
Gallagher was also celebrating her 24th birthday. 
 
ñWe haven't been in this sport very long, and the girls we were racing against were very experienced. We've been 
dreaming about this, and to have it actually come true is very exciting,ôô she said. 
 
It will put Gallagher up there in Australian alpine folklore alongside Zali Stegall, who won Australiaôs first Olympic 
alpine event ï also in slalom ï at the 1998 Nagano Games. 
 
Australiaôs alpine coach in Vancouver, Steve Graham, said Gallagher had only had the experience of seven World 
Cup events but held her own against gold medallist Sabine Gasteiger (Austria), the silver medallist from this event in 
Turin, and silver medallist Viviane Forest (Canada), who had years of experience.

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ñWithout a doubt Jess can be a superstar of the technical events in our sport 
within another 12 months,ôô said Graham, already looking forward to the Sochi 
2014 Winter Paralympics. 
 
It is even more satisfying in another way for Gallagher, who was a long jumper 
and shot putter heading to the 2008 Beijing Paralympics but one of her eyes 
failed classification so she could not compete. She was blind in her left eye but 
not enough in her right. 
 
But she was re-classified in Aspen last November and both eyes have now 
deteriorated to allow her entry into the Paralympics. 
 
She can celebrate her piece of Paralympic history as well as finally being able to 
compete for her country. 
 

Australia has been represented at all nine previous Winter Paralympics since the first in Sweden in 1976 and has won 
24 medals since then ï but all were by male athletes.

Tatiana Borodulina has narrowly missed a spot in the women's 1000m short track 
speed skating final at the Pacific Coliseum tonight. 
 
In a nail-biting quarter-final, Borodulina edged her skate over the line, a photo finish 
proving she came second, securing a place in the semi-final. 
 
The Russian-born Aussie drew a hot semi, facing off against three strong skaters with 
four Olympic medals between them from these Games. 
 
It was Chinaôs Zhou Yang who dominated the race, winning in 1:29.049, smashing the world record on the way.  
 
Borodulina looked strong in the race but did not have enough in the tank. Korean skater Seung-Hi Park pushed into 
second place and Borodulina was unable to catch her, missing a spot in the A-final and a chance of a medal. 
 
ñI gave it my best,ò Borodulina said after the race. ñI was very close to making the final. I tried so hard, I gave it all I 
could.ò 
 
A cold consolation for Borodulina was that her time of 1:29.663 broke the Olympic record and was the third fastest 
qualifying time across both semi-finals and would have scored her a finals berth in the other race. Such is the harsh 
nature of the short track. 
 
"The 1000 has never been my strongest race but to go so close to making an Olympic final is pretty good," Borodulina 
said. "Although I am disappointed I did not make it."

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Just over a week ago, the spritely duo won over the hearts of Aussies everywhere as they 
appealed to the Court of Arbitration for Sport against their non-inclusion in the Olympic 
competition.

ñIt was pretty good,ò McIntosh said of finally competing in the Games. ñI was pumped and I think 
Astrid was pretty pumped and in warm-up we were firing.ò 
 
ñIt was so much fun seeing packs of Aussies there,ò Loch-Wilkinson added. ñObviously when we 
race normally there are no Aussies anywhere to watch and no family and friendséitôs so great 
and so exciting for us.ò 
 
Starting in 21st place in what was originally a 20-crew field, Loch-Wilkinson and McIntosh 
received a rowdy cheer as they launched into their first run. With heavy snow falling on the track however, conditions 
were not in the Australian crewôs favour. 
   
ñWe were last on the start list and the more snow thatôs in the track slows you down and we also would have had the 
worst ice as it gets chewed up as the sleds go down,ò Loch-Wilkinson said. 
 
For their first run, the plucky Aussies clocked 54.85 seconds, 1.66s off the leading crew. 
 
After a reordering of the start list, Loch-Wilkinson and McIntosh found themselves back at the top of the track, the first 
crew to commence the second run after little rest. 
 
Bad timing at the push meant the team did not get off to the best of starts, something Loch-Wilkinson puts down to 
human error, the loud crowd and óa bit of bad luckô.

Australians Jenny Owens and Katya Crema have skied three good runs at Cypress Mountain but were unable to 
progress past the quarter-finals of the womenôs ski cross. 
 
In terrible conditions, with wet snow dumping down on the Snowboard and Ski Cross Stadium, Owens and Crema 
both won through from their heat, before both crossing the line in third place during their respective quarter-finals. 

 
Owens skied an exceptional heat after qualifying in 15th place earlier in the day. 
Owens settled in behind Canadian Ashleigh McIvor, while the Spanish and 
Austrian skiers both struggled at the start of the course. 
 
Owensô quarter-final was a tense affair, with the Australian just able to hang onto 
the back of the skis of McIvor and Norwegian Julie Brendengen-Jensen. She 
attempted to make up ground around the final turns but could not quite pull in the 
other two athletes, to finish in third place. 
 
"I was lucky to be starting and getting down the hill was a bit of a challenge," 

Owens said. "I lost my speed halfway down and just couldn't catch up again. 
 
"It's going to be good to go home and get some time off. It's been a really tough year and I guess I'm glad it's over. I've 
needed surgery for two years and I have been just trying to push through. 
 
"I'm really lucky to be here and I guess I should be happy with that.

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"I can't go out like this. I'm going to give it another year." 
 
Meanwhile Crema drew heat two after finishing 17th during the qualifying phase and had a strong start in the heat, 
racing into first after the opening feature, before settling into second place halfway down the course. Crema was then 
momentarily overtaken by Swtizerlandôs Katrin Mueller, who was not able to keep her feet and did not finish the race, 
allowing Crema to cross in second place. 
 
In her quarter-final Crema had another great start and held in second position through a third of the course before 
being passed. Austrian Karin Huttary and Swede Anna Holmlund moved through to the semi-finals. 
 
Crema was ecstatic with her Olympic experience. 
 
"It was great. Such amazing races. First heat was all over the place and tough racing from the girls," Crema said. 
 
"I had a great start in the second heat (quarter-final). Unfortunately got passed but Iôm still so happy. First Olympics 
and top 16, it's amazing." 
 
Following the ranking classifications Owens finished in an overall place of 13th, while Crema was awarded 15th. 
 
In the gold medal race four nations chased the three medals on offer, with Canadian McIvor facing Hedda Berntsen 
(Norway), Austrian Karin Huttary and Marion Josserand (France). 
 
McIvor, cheered on by a throng of Canadians, did not disappoint as she raced down the hill and was never headed by 
her opposition.

Having lain low under the shadow of Jacqui Cooperôs fifth Olympic Games campaign and Lydia Lassilaôs grasp on the 
world cup crystal globe, the talents of Liz Gardner have been underestimated. But all that could change on Thursday.  
 
The Australians lead a strong contingent into the aerials final, one of only four countries being represented along with 
the USA, China and Belarus.  Australia, who has won the world cup title eight times in the past eleven years, is a hot 
contender to walk away with a medal, but the question is, which medal and which athlete?

Gardner, one of only seven Australians who have climbed on an aerial skiing podium, was ranked eighth in the world 
in 2008 after having posted seven top 10 results in the 2007/8 season. 
 
Her 2009/10 season was off to a rough start, suffering a knee ligament tear while training for the opening event in 
Changchun, China. Yet she competed in the next three events, securing her place at Vancouver 2010.  
  
Gardner also managed to beat teammates Lassila and Cooper at Mont Gabriel in Canada a month ago, proving that 
she has the ability to pull of a surprise upset under pressure. 
  
In the lead up to the aerials finals, Gardner is relaxing in the Athletesô Village, making the most of the big screens TVs, 
a Vitamin water bar, DVD corner, books and a great location downtown.

Huefner, the bronze medallist from the 2006 Torino Olympic Winter Games holds the 
lead with a combined score of 1:23.241 and is 0.05 seconds ahead of Nina Reithmayer 
of Austria. Another German, Natalie Geisenberger, is in the bronze medal position. 
 
With the womenôs luge moved to the junior start position following the questioning of the trackôs speed and safety, 
athletes were not getting the normal start they were used to, with only two or three pushes possible before lying down 
instead of the normal five. 
 
This had an impact on the times of the athletes as well as the pace of their starts.

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Campbell-Peggôs two runs today leave her less than half a second outside of the top 20, beating her 23rd placing from 
four years ago. 
 
Campbell-Pegg said that the starting position on the track was making a difference to some of the placings. 
 
ñThereôs a lot of people, a lot of surprises with positions, that people who would not be in that position if the start was 
back up at the old ladies start,ò Campbell-Pegg said. 
 
ñItôs a different start thatôs for sure, itôs something that weôre not used, but thereôs another track over in Austria with just 
ten corners, so itôs just a challenging start.ò 
 
The sport has been long dominated by the Germans, who before last yearôs world championships had won 99 straight 
international events until United Statesô Erin Hamlin caused a major boilover. A long line of countries tomorrow will 
look to break the Germanôs stranglehold on the event, which has included the last three Olympic titles.

Melissa Perrine has been battling fading eyesight since birth, so she wasnôt going to let a fractured hip keep her from 
her first Games. 
 
Perrine, 22, from NSW, was competing in a World Cup race in Italy in January as a lead-up to the Vancouver Games, 
when she fell, hitting the snow hard and fracturing the ischium bone, which forms part of the lower hip. 
 
"I landed on my stomach with my legs underneath me," she said.
